It is now September! Kids are either back in school or will be soon. Some folks (like myself) are ready for
the summer heat to go away and for fall to arrive. Summer is quickly fading. Before summer completely goes away, we want to
look back with you at the highlight of PRM's summer! Our challenge to the campers was to
learn what it means to"Be Light#in a dark
world$ .first of all by coming to the Light themselves
and then by going back to their homes,
neighborhoods, and schools and being light to others!!

Sixty-three campers showed up for PreTeen Week (1 shy of a
full camp)!! This is a fairly normal number but this group of
campers was unique in another way. Over half of them had
never been to COA before. This concerned us slightly as the
younger
campers did not
know who we
were and what
to expect. We
were very
pleasantly
surprised as the
week moved

on!!! These were sweet kids who were so excited to attend COA. They had fun, but
listened well; they played hard, but displayed great sportsmanship; they were
goofy kids, but showed great interest in learning about the Light of the World and
how to be light in the world!! By the end of a sweet week of camp 13 campers had met the Light of the World as their personal
Savior!! On Friday morning, with many tears, we said goodbye to an amazing group of young campers!

Sixty-three campers also showed up for Teen Week. During this week of COA
we are always excited to see campers that have been coming back year after
year. Our 15-year old campers
are turning into young men and
young women. They are more
mature, and we are able to
challenge them on a much
deeper level than the younger
campers. They still love crazy
relay games, swimming, and just
having fun, but they are also
very aware of their often
difficult circumstances. The 15-
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understand this is their last year at COA. Many of
them have been saved at COA before, and this week
serves as an opportunity for discipleship and
refocusing on their walk with the Lord. During the
week our counselors do an amazing job of listening,
guiding, challenging, and just loving these teenagers.
Six of our campers trusted Jesus as their Savior.
Seven others who had been saved at COA during
previous years made rededications! committing to

get spiritual lives back on track. Just last night, Jahzeel, one of the Teen campers who got saved this summer,
messaged me to share that he had just completed reading through his first book of the Bible. He's already got
a plan for where he will read next. I challenged him to Be Light!! His simple answer came back,"I'll try.#This is
just one of many instances where campers and counselors are in touch well after COA is over.

It is because of you that COA continues to impact the lives of so many each year. You pray for us
and for the campers. Your prayers are felt and they

Camp Open Arms has a long and storied history. When I came to minister at the Rescue Mission in 1973, Jim (Lindley, the founder and then Superintendent) tasked
me to help build a children's camp. We leased ten acres of land in New Kent County and went to work. O, what a project it was! Washing down a well, putting in two
septic tanks, erecting a dining hall/kitchen, a cabin (later to become two cabins), and a shower/bathroom combination building. We had to bring electric power back,
and we did that ourselves, too. We set creosote poles, strung cable, and hooked into the main power lines outside the camp. The material for the buildings was all
donated, as were the two septic tanks and much more. Hundreds of hours of skilled volunteer labor was donated, and in 1974 Camp Open Arms began operating!

Mrs. Lena Lindley was the first director of the camp, using things she had learned from our parent organization's camp, Hope Haven. The camp grew and prospered
for ten years under her leadership at that location, using mostly volunteer workers, and reaching many children with the Gospel of Christ. Mrs.
Lindley and I invited Rex Alphin, a friend for many years, to help grow and develop the camp program. His leadership greatly improved the
ministry, and he even helped us begin a teen camp experience. Steve Fletcher, a young school teacher and friend, joined the camp effort in 1985
when we moved to Eastover Retreat Center in Surry. He has led the activities at COA for each of the 29 years it has been in Surry County.

I led the camp for a number of years, turning its direction over to Alan shortly after he came on our staff at PRM. He and Steve have worked
year by year to keep the camp exciting, enjoyable, and centered on the original idea of helping children and youth meet the Lord Jesus
and grow in Him. Having attended several camps and visited numerous others, I can say that COA is a class act, and its wonderful staff
do a stellar job in ministering to youth from an at-risk population. God alone knows how many have met the Savior (some already in
heaven), and how many have been spared life in a downward spiral of dependancy because they matriculated at
Camp Open Arms. There, the transition is as complete as it can be, and God be praised for it!
